FOOD ADULTERATION OF TOOR DAL WITH KESARI DAL
Department of Chemistry
30-11-2024
Introduction:
As part of community engagement initiatives, The Department of Chemistry organized an awareness activity on "Food Adulteration of Toor Dal with Kesari Dal". This activity aimed to educate the staff and students about the harmful effects of adulteration, focusing specifically on the adulteration of Toor Dal (pigeon pea) with Kesari Dal (lathyrus pea).

Objectives:
1. Highlight the risks of food adulteration on health.
2. Explain how Kesari Dal, when consumed over time, can lead to health issues such as lathyrism, which affects the nervous system.
3. Explain simple tests to detect adulteration Toor Dal with Kesari Dal using physical appearance. 
Brief Report:
The department of Chemistry organized an awareness activity on "Food Adulteration of Toor Dal with Kesari Dal". Kesari dal is often used to adulterate other dals because it looks similar. Kesari dal is square-like in shape with a slant on one side, giving it an edged appearance.  Consuming food adulterated with Kesari dal can cause serious health issues, including Paralysis, Lung failure, Stomach issues and Lathyrism, a neuron disorder that causes paraparesis of the lower limbs. 
Students delivered an engaging presentation explaining the chemical composition of Toor Dal and Kesari Dal, focusing on why Kesari Dal is used as an adulterant and its harmful effects. Explained simple methods to detect Kesari Dal in Toor Dal using physical appearance. Leaflets containing information about food adulteration, its impacts, and easy detection methods were distributed to the faculty members and students of the college.
Outcomes:
· Increased awareness among staff and students about the harmful effects of adulterated Toor Dal.
· Encouraged staff and students to demand unadulterated food products while purchasing.
Conclusion:
The B.Sc. Chemistry students successfully raised awareness about the adulteration of Toor Dal with Kesari Dal, its impacts, and its easy detection method. The activity not only enhances students' learning experience but also fulfill their social responsibility.
